Seniors Self-Contained Housing Program

Program Summary
This program provides apartment type accommodation to low and moderate income seniors who
are functionally independent with or without the assistance of existing community based services.
Rental fees and provincial subsidies fund this program
Rent is set at 30% of gross household income and includes heat, water and sewer expenses. There
are shared washers and dryers in each building and a communal area.
Electricity, phone connection, internet, TV packages, contents and liability insurance and any other
additional services required are the responsibility of the tenant. Parking spaces can be rented at
an additional cost.

Eligibility is determined by a point score system which measures the priority of need. Housing is
then allocated to the applicant with the highest point score. If there is no housing available,
applicants will be placed on a waitlist.

Points are awarded based on an applicant’s circumstances, such as percentage of income going to
rent, utility responsibility and certain emergency situations — such as risk of homelessness,
accessibility challenges or unsafe accommodation.

There are 62 apartment style units, located in Banff and Canmore. They each have one bedroom,
a small kitchen and dining/living room.

No pets are allowed, however service and therapeutic animals may be considered.

Program Eligibility

To be eligible for seniors self-contained housing, you must meet ALL the criteria below:

Must be 65 years of age or older. However, in the event of sustained vacancies we will consider
applications from adults younger than 65 years.

Be functionally independent with or without the assistance of existing community based services.
Be a Canadian citizen, permanent resident of Canada or have applied for permanent residency.
Have lived in the Bow Valley for at least the last 6 months.

Have a total gross household income below the maximums in the table below, as per line 15000 of
your last notice of assessment. If your circumstances have changed following the last notice of
assessment, we can use the previous 3 months income to calculate an estimated annual amount.
